 PASTOR’S BREAKFAST SCHEDULE:  

GOD IS GOD  

There is one body and one Spirit, just as you were called to one hope when you were 

called; one Lord, one faith, one baptism; one God and Father of all, who is over all and 

through all and in all (Ephesians 4:4-6).  

1. One God: John 17:3a Now this is eternal life: that they know you, the only true God.  Christianity believes 

that there is only one true and living God (1 Corinthians 8:6).  Other religions teach there are multiple 

Gods.  However, there is no other God like Jehovah (Isaiah 45:5).  He alone is God (Psalm 86:10).  Christi-

anity also believes that the Lord God is one God (Mark 12:29).  Even though He manifests Himself in three 

forms or essences, He is one God.    

2. One Savior: John 17:3b and Jesus Christ, whom you have sent.  The tomb was empty.  Jesus had        

risen.  It had all happened exactly as He had predicted (Luke 24:1-12).  The resurrection became the key 

element of Christianity.  Without the resurrection, Christ died in vain.  Without the resurrection, we are still in 

our sin (1 Corinthians 15:7).  Jesus represents life from death (John 10:10).    

3. One Lord: 1 Corinthians 8:6 …there is but one Lord, Jesus Christ, through whom all things came and 

through whom we live.  There is only one Lord.  We have only one master.  He is the Lord over all of           

creation.  To achieve salvation, we must make Him the center or Lord of our lives (Romans 10:9).  

4. One Faith: Romans 5:1 Therefore, since we have been justified through faith, we have peace with God 

through our Lord Jesus Christ. Salvation is only secured by faith (Ephesians 2:8-9).  Saving faith depends on 

a belief in Jesus, and Him alone.  

5. One salvation: In John 14:6, Jesus states unequivocally I am the way and the truth and the life. No one 

comes to the Father except through me.  There is no other name in all that exists by which a person can be 

saved from eternal judgment.  That name is Jesus.
