' Living the Transformed Life: Part 1

Psalm139:33-37 contains a significant message from God. This section of scripture is
so meaningful that the Psalmist is led by the Spirit to repeat its essential phrase,
“Teach me Your Truth” Truth, as God’s Word, is used ten times is this psalm and
nineteen times in the Old Testament. The knowledge, God’s Truth, and the
understanding of God’s word, when combined with His wisdom, application, and repetition, will
become habitual and result in spiritual transformation.

Transformation is the essential need for a continued relationship with God and the evidence
of our salvation (1 John 1:7). The two phrases that serve as instruction in spiritual growth. for us to
grow spiritually are (2 Peter 1:5), “make every effort to add to your faith” and (2 Peter 5:8) “...
possess these qualities in increasing measure.” Faith brings about salvation. Salvation is the start-
ing point in our relationship with God. It is by grace through God’s gift of faith that we are justified.
However, faith is only the ignition point of our salvation. God says we must add to our faith.
Secondly, if we are to be effective and productive in the Christian life, we must continue to hone the
actions that reinforce and strengthen our love of God and others.

Spiritual Application:

We will never be perfect in this life. The title of Perfect belongs only to Jesus. However, we
can live the abundant life that Jesus promised us. We see this promise when He contrasts the
power of the world system and its leader Satan with His promise to those who believe and trust in
Him. The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy. | came that they may have life and have it
abundantly. (John 10:10, ESV). We need to ask ourselves, “Are we experiencing the abundant life
that Jesus promised?” He provides this life of peace and spiritual stability only to those who
confess openly Jesus as Lord of their lives and believe that God raised Him from the dead
(Romans 10:9-10).
