. THE THEME - Proverbs 1:7
The fear of God begins with knowledge. The first half of verse 7 summarizes the previous six
verses. The question not asked in these preliminary verses: What wakes us up to the need for a

savior? We are drawn by the Spirit, but why do we pay attention? Why do we even need a

savior? The thought of loss causes us to pay attention. We all know life is temporal.

The Book of Proverbs makes it clear that there exist two parallel paths in life. The narrow road of
righteousness in Jesus ends in eternal life. The highway of disobedience with Christ leads to eternal punishment.
Knowledge and understanding of either one of these roads can lead to repentance. The hazards and ramifications
of these two alternate paths of living are continually discussed in Proverbs.

THE REWARD - Proverbs 1:8-9

Verse 8 indicates a common form of Hebrew parental description, listen and follow dad and mom. The

headcover would represent honor. The necklace worn by men would be symbolic of the child’s heritage. Both

men and women might wear a metal cross around their neck to indicate a Christian belief.
