WISDOM: SWEET TO SOUR: proverbs 5:3-4

Proverbs 5:3-4, For the lips of an adulteress drip honey, and her speech is smoother than oil; but in the
end, she is bitter as gall, sharp as a double-edged sword.

We are exposed to various temptations each day. Jesus understood this vexing issue all too well. One of
the main focuses of prayer taught to the disciples asks God: and lead us not into temptation but deliver us from the evil
one (Matthew 6:13). Satan may be foolish, but he is no fool. He has learned our weaknesses and will torment us with
them. When we lean on our strength to resist, we will fail. However, when we reach out for the power of the Holy Spirit
through pointed prayer, He will enable us to resist all temptation.

Yielding to temptation causes a myriad of problems. Sin entices us with its sugar-coated adornments. When we
fall to its allurements, the payoff seems so gratifying. However, the aftermath leads to destruction. Drugs and alcohol will
leave the person hungover at best, and addiction can become an eventually. Sexual activity outside of marriage can
cause emotional damage through heartache and the physical problem of disease. Theft or embezzlement provides only
temporary wealth. It will eventually cause a loss of reputation.

The list of sins is unending. The momentary exuberance, the thrill, leaves the perpetrator wanting more. Once we
discover righteousness, the result is disappointment and suffering. Repentance will restore fellowship with God (1 John
1:7). We might eventually overcome the personal guilt accompanying the memories of errors made. However, the pain
and suffering caused to others when we fell may never be erased. Sin leaves its mark.
