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Does not wisdom call out? Does not understanding raise her voice (Provers 8:1)? 

Associated Scriptures:Teach me to do your will, for you are my God; may your good  

spirit lead me on level ground (Psalms 143:10). The Spirit of the Lord will rest on him, 

the Spirit of wisdom and of understanding, the Spirit of counsel and of power, the Spirit of 

knowledge and of the fear of the Lord and he will delight in the fear of the Lord (Isaiah 11:2-3). But 

when He, the Spirit of truth, comes, He will guide you into all truth. He will not speak on His own; He 

will speak only what He hears, and He will tell you what is yet to come (John 16:13). 

Wisdom's public invitation begins with two rhetorical questions (v. 1). The adulteress went out in the streets 

(7:8-12) to seduce the young man. But wisdom, like a virtuous woman, is seen in the streets offering her       

services to all who will receive them (cf. her calling aloud in 1:20-22). The lack of virtue that characterized the 

adulteress is contrasted with wisdom's sterling attributes. Whereas the seductress' ways are secretive and  

deceptive, wisdom's ways are open and honest. One who succumbs to the adulteress finds shame and death, 

but wisdom's followers acquire prudence for wise living. –Walvoord and Zuck. It is essential that we see 

that the work of the Spirit of God is never divorced from Jesus Christ or the Word of God. – Wiersbe. She 

pleads with the simple and the fool to exert their understanding and direct their heart. – Hawkins

Mark 6:31 (NASB) And He said to them, “Come away by yourselves to a secluded place and 
rest a little while.” (For there were many people coming and going, and they did not even have 
time to eat.)
