Hope Dealers is a small church located in Yucaipa,         

dedicated to helping those who are struggling. Pastor      

David Hernandez and his wife Nikkey started the church 

back in 2018. Born in 1971, Pastor David's parents were 

California's 5th legal interracial marriage. They came from 

different denominational backgrounds and chose not to 

raise their kids in church. "I was taught to work hard and 

party hard. This mindset followed me into my secular 

life." At 16, Pastor David left home, joined the military at 

18, and was discharged at 20 in South Carolina, where he 

lived for the next decade. It was during this time that he 

encountered the Lord Jesus. One rainy night in 1995, 

while using drugs and drinking, he and his friends began discussing God, and Pastor David 

found himself on his knees in the rain, asking Jesus to enter his life and save him. Five years 

later, he entered the Inside Out Menôs Home, run by Pastor Richard Mathisrud of the Main 

Place Christian Fellowship, and was baptized three months after that. While in the recovery 

home, he was known as the most disgruntled person anyone had ever met. It took him 21 

months to finish a 12-month program, but he graduated with a strong desire to become a 

pastor. For the next six years, he learned under his pastor and was eventually licensed for Gospel ministry. Isaiah 

58:6-8 became his guiding verses. Over the following years, Jesus used him to plant two churches. "As the Lord 

increased my knowledge of Him, Satan was busy increasing my pride." By 2012, he was on his third church 

plant, and he told a friend he could plant a church with his eyes closed. However, by the end of that fall, he found 

himself without a wife, a job, or a ministry; everything was stripped away from him. Instead of seeking the Lord, he 

reverted to his old habits. This downward spiral lasted three years. At 45, he spent three months in county jail for 

the first time. ñBut God being rich in mercy and grace according to His promis-

es did not leave me or forsake me.ò Instead, Jesus crushed his prideful heart, teaching 
him to be grateful and mending his relationship with God, making it stronger than ever. Since 

the fall of 2012, God has been restoring his relationships. God brought Nikkey and her six kids 

into Pastor Davidôs life, they married and he learned to be a Godly husband and father. The 

greatest blessing is that there are now 4 grandchildren who know nothing of his past, only see-

ing him as grandpa who leads a small church in Yucaipa. Jesus didnôt just restore his family; 

He also enabled him to start Hope Dealers, with NAMB of the Southern Baptist Association as 

their support. At 55 years old, with 30 years in Christ, thereôs no other place heôd rather be. 

Hope Dealers has baptized 6 people since the start of this year, three of whom theyôve been 

praying for over the last four years. The church is actively involved in the Yucaipa community, 

functioning daily as a community center and distributing food, clothing, and prayer. Please 

pray for Hope Dealers as they reach out to the down and out of societyðthe elderly, the low

-income, and the addicted. They donôt have many who tithe and will struggle financially next 

year unless the Lord intervenes. If youôd like to help, you can reach out to Pastor David at 

hopedealerministries8@gmail.com.

11th Street Baptist Church was established in 1956, and in October of 2019 they called  

Pastor Anthony Ferguson to be their senior pastor. Pastor Anthony was raised in California, 

and at the age of eight, he was introduced to the Lord by his grandfather. A few years later, 

his grandfather sadly passed away from pancreatic cancer. During this tough 

time, his mom took him to a Harvest Christian junior high camp. It was there, in 

his deep sorrow, that the Lord ministered to him and provided genuine 

comfort. At that camp, God also introduced him to a counselor who became a 

lifelong friend and mentor. This mentor walked him through junior high and high 

school, modeling Christian maturity and demonstrating what it means to be a 

Godly man.  

Pastor Anthony met his wife Kristen at California Baptist University, and they 

were married after graduation - they skipped the graduation ceremony to get 

married instead! They have been married for 16 years and are parents to two 

kids: Asher, who is 9, and Lyla, who is 6. After CBU, while attending law school, 

Pastor Anthony and his wife began attending a new church. The pastor preached 

exegetically and consistently connected Scripture to the Great Commission in 

ways that deeply shaped him and clarified his sense of calling. Through that 

church, the Lord made it clear that he was called to be a pastor and teach Godôs 

Word faithfully, demonstrating how sound theology always leads to mission. 

His passion became to share with others what he had receivedðbiblical 

preaching that ignites love for Christ and involvement in His mission, which 

then led them to 11th Street Baptist Church.  

11th Street is very involved in their community. On February 6, they will host their third annual marriage             

conference, For Better. They have a strong focus on family, offering marriage and parenting conferences, clas-

ses, and activities for both mothers and fathers. They operate an after-school program at a local elementary 

school. In addition, they engage in parking-lot evangelismðthey allow their parking lot to be used by the nearby 

elementary schoolðwhich provides regular opportunities for gospel conversations. The church hosts VBS, 

menôs and womenôs events, and participates in street evangelism throughout the year. This summer, their 

church is stepping up to reach out during the upcoming World Cup. Part of this plan is to get churches involved 

in handing out Yellow Card gospel tracts. There is even a special website and a soccer-themed gospel video to 

back this initiative. If you're interested in getting involved, they would love to have you on board. You can pray 

for 11th street and their Yellow Card initiativeðthat God would use this to spread the gospel and show His glory 

among the nations. Pray for wisdom, faithfulness, and good results as they work together to serve Christ and 

their community. CSBC will also be hosting a training on March 7th at Gateway Seminary, 

led by Pastor Anthony, for you and your church to get involved in the Yellow Card Initiative!
